Rational Behind and the Need for an IOPD

Competition License from 2012
The Department for Transport have now clarified in writing to the IOPD that only participants, competitors and organisers in events authorised, permitted and licensed by the AMCA, ALRC, ACU, BSMA, NORA, NTET, MSA, YSMA, NASA, SACU and the IOPD are now exempt from the most serious R.T.A. offences. They have also confirmed that there is no exemption for events on private land, circuits and stadiums and some offences carry a driving ban or even imprisonment up to 5 years maximum.

The IOPD reluctantly believes that this changing environment requires a competition licensing system- something that we have resisted for many years. The benefits now far outweigh the drawbacks.

The Benefits of a Competition Licence are:

A competition license when used at an authorised event conclusively demonstrates (to the police and other enforcement agencies) a participant’s commitment to rules and regulations to minimize risk current in that sport or activity.

A competition license legitimizes the holder’s participation in risk taking for stimulation in an authorised and licensed activity, which is independently inspected, and which has verified standards.

A competition licesce provides personal documentary evidence of competitor status including their stated physical ability to control and direct a vehicle whilst driving at authorised auto sports activities and forms a barrier against charges of negligence and irresponsibility, criminal prosecution of the participant and civil claims for negligence.

A competition License provides personal documentary evidence against charges of riding or driving without 3rd party road risk insurance or an appropriate driving licence at an authorised event.

A competition license aligns the participant to a regulative system, in which the government recognizes that, a participant may die or accidentally cause death when participating in acts of dangerous, careless or inconsiderate driving or riding and protects them from prosecution under the Road Traffic Act (Off Road Regulations 1992).

A competition license holder may ask the IOPD to hear representation of possible unjust decisions or safety issues by an event organiser or staff, which may materially affect the person concerned (The costs of such arbitration may be levied against either party.)

The cost of the Competition Licence helps fund the administration of the licence by the organisers of the event and the IOPD and also helps with the costs of legal research and the defence of authorised competitors.
